Childcare 
Over 1,000 children are served through the YMCA 
childcare programs in Santa Barbara and Ventura 
Counties every day of the school year. Our YMCA 
o! ers high quality, a! ordable childcare which is 
critical for the working parent.

Youth Aquatics 
The Channel Islands YMCA teaches over 3,600 youth 
how to swim each year, providing them with water 
safety training, physical " tness, recreational swim time 
and swim instruction. 

Teen Leadership Programs 
Over 5,000 teens participate in teen " tness, Youth and 
Government, Teen Leadership and other programs 
which are designed to develop a sense of self worth, 
an ethic of service and responsibility as well as lasting 
skills and relationships.
