Our Camp Staff are all experienced and qualifidieyTmeet regularly to plan activities
and share resources. Our primary concern is toigecw safe, creative, educational, and
fun environment for our campers.

Most of our staff are college students with spaisreation, or education backgrounds.
All are certified in CPR, AED, and First-Aid. Théhave had a successful experience
working with children and have been trained by YMO#ectors.

PARENT RESPONSIBILITIES:

If you are late,
please call and let us know. If you arrive late #mel campers have gone on a fieldtrip,
you must take your children to the scheduled figddbcation.

CAMPERSHIPS

cost of camp. Applications for financial assistaraye available at the front service

center. Scholarships range between 10% and 50%papierwork must be submitted in

order to be considered for assistance. An apphicator financial assistance is not a

guarantee that financial assistance will be grarfsetiolarship and campership funds are
made possible through the generous gifts of indiaisl through the annual Campaign for
Youth, the Santa Barbara Foundation, and the WdadySsens Foundation.

ILLNESS

Pleasenotify the camp office if your child will be absem credit is given if a child is
absent due to iliness for 5 consecutive days, peml/ivehave been notified in advance.
A doctor's note will be required before the chisgheeturn to the program. The credit will
begin on the 6th day.

The Camp Director has the authority to ask a parento remove their child from the
Camp program, if that child appears ill or their health is judged to be detrimental to
the other children and staff.



ABSENTEEISM

Campers are to be signed in and out, by an adadt) €lay on the appropriate form.
Parents are asked to notify the camp if a childl @ will not be attending as expected.
Camp personnel will attempt to call parents/guarsiiand/or emergency contacts if
campers are not signed in as expected.

CREDIT, REFUNDS, NON-SUFFICIENT CHECKS

Deposits are non-refundable and non-transferabd¢hier programs.

Refundsnot including depositswill be issued only when two weeksitten notice is
received by the Santa Barbara Family YMCA. Refuads processed at our corporate
office and take four to six weeks to process.

There is a $20.00 service charge on all checksnetlfor any reason. Cash or a
replacement check and a $20.00 service chawgs be paid before your child can return
to Camp.

The Santa Barbara Family YMCA may take photos, asder sound recordings of your
children in our Camps. We often use them for craftprojects related to camp. The
YMCA is not required to contact you regarding uspigtos, etc. but we will make every
effort to contact you before they are used in ganaublicity or campaign materials.

Our designated area of safety for Camp in the ewenteed to evacuate the facility is the
field on the back of the YMCA property.

You may want to consider making arrangements fénieaad or relative who works or
lives close to the YMCA to pick up your child inssaof a disaster. Their names must be
included on the emergency contact list on your Ey@ecy/Health Information Form.
Remember, they must have a Photo ID and they nauat keast 18 years old. It is also a
good idea to have an out of state contact to nathse of a natural disaster. Often out of
state phone lines are still active in the everd tafcal disaster.

Remember, making plans prior to emergencies camedieg the safe release of your
child.

Camp closure due to a natural disaster is at teretion of the Program Directors, or the
Executive Director. If questionable situations @riplease call the Santa Barbara Family
YMCA at (805) 687-7720.

NO CREDIT WILL BE GIVEN FOR ABSENCES DUE TO TRIPS, HOLIDAYS,
VACATIONS, NATURAL DISASTERS/EMERGENCIES OR DAYS TH AT WE
ARE SCHEDULED TO BE CLOSED.

The YMCA Day Camps will provide your child with ae&lthy morning (9:30am) and
afternoon (3:30pm) snack. The YMCA Sports Campk pvbvide your child with a
healthy morning snack (10:00am). These snacks araneals. Typical snack include
granola bars, fresh fruit, cheese and crackersyryogtc. An occasional dessert may be
served as a special treat or for birthday celedmati

Campers must bring a sack lunch every dag.not send food that must be heated,
glass bottles, candy (including chocolate), gum, da, money for the vending
machines, lunchables, or order pizza to be delived (unless you want to buy it for
the entire camp). Avoid sending perishable food unless precautioestaken (i.e., blue
ice, frozen beverages, etc.). Wle not provide refrigerated storage.Extra fruit and
drinks are recommended in hot weather. Water Wilbgs be available.

This is in the best interest of your child’s nutnit and health. If your child comes to
camp with an unacceptable item it will be keptheit lunch box or cubby, ready to be
taken home. Thank you for your cooperation.

SWIMMING AND SUNSCREEN

Day Campers will be taking fieldtrips to local bkas each week and all campers will be
given the opportunity to swim in the YMCA pool aabkt once a week. Please be sure to
send a bathing suit, towel arglinscreento camp every day. Water activities are
scheduled throughout the week and often requireifaisuits. Make sure that you have
filled out the Sunscreen Release Form to allowouapplysunscreen which you have
provided or in emergencies only,sunscreen provided by the Santa Barbara Family
YMCA to your children during the day. For your ahf protection, sunscreerannot be
provided by the YMCA, due to the possibility of allergic reaction, unless you have
authorized this on your form. If your child doest i@ave a release form on file and
sunscreen has not been applied, you or an appayoiedian will be called and you will
need to return to the YMCA with sunscreen. We tatteantage of the Santa Barbara sun.
For children's safety sake, we recommend sending glild with an extra shirt to wear
into the water for added protection. It is also iadlle to bring a plastic bag for wet
clothes.

*NOTE: Each time a new session/week begins; all new cesnp#l be given a swim
test. Only those who pass the swim test will bevedid in deep areas. All campers are
allowed in the shallow endtloatation devices will be provided for children wio do
not know how to swim (at the Santa Barbara YMCA pod). Alternate activities will be
provided for campers who choose not to swim.

BEACH

We only visit beaches where lifeguards are on détythe beach, campers may go into
the water up to their waist. Campers may also bomggie boards on beach days, but are
responsible for the transportation of the boardrid from the beaclt8kim boards and

surf boards will not be permitted. Please remember to label the boogie board with your
child’s name.
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HEALTH, SAFETY & MEDICATION

The Emergency Health/Information History Form mhbst completed on each camper
and returned prior to the start date of a sessieskkw We are currently being reviewed
for accreditation from American Camping Associatidio meet their new guidelines,
please note the changes in our Emergency/Healtirnhaition History Form which is
now two pagesDates for immunizations are now required.(If for religious reasons,
you cannot provide this information, contact thenpaor a waiver. This must be signed
before attending camp). Both pages of the Emerdeleayjth Information History Form
will need to be completed in full in order for yoahild to attend Camp at the Santa
Barbara Family YMCA.

Safety is our primary concern. We strongly enfoseédety rules for all campers. We
believe in the positive reinforcement approach aodk very hard with campers to teach
safety at all times. All Camp staff is CPR, AEDddsrst-Aid Certified.

If your child is injured at camp, we will take wieaer steps are necessary to provide
appropriate care. These steps may include butargmted to:

A. Attempting to contact parents.

B. Attempting to contact persons named as emergemacts on the
Emergency/Health Information History Form.

C. Summoning 911/emergency care.

D Assigning a counselor or a designated persgo twith the child to
the hospital or medical facilities, if a childsent.

Sick children shouldot be brought to camp. If children are unable to pgoréte in camp
activities because of illness or injury, they shibloé kept at home.

Special needs, allergies, or behavioral conceronsldhbe reported to the camp director
prior to the start date at camp so that adequateappropriate preparation and care can
be provided for each camper.

If your child is required to take medication durimgmp, the medication must be
prescribed by a physician and in its original coréa A medication release form must
also be on file Please do not send any type of medicines/vitarffiniduding inhalers,
topical creams, and cough drops) in your childischy backpack, or fanny pachll
medication must be checked in with the Camp Directs.
